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Classroom design ideas (for home study spaces)

1. Layout that makes the most of natural light

Placing desks as close to windows as possible and letting in natural light will improve
concentration and reduce eye fatigue. Ideally, you should be able to adjust the amount of
light with curtains or blinds.

2. Measures to reduce noise

By incorporating carpets, soundproof curtains, and furniture with felt, you can block out
outside noise and create a space where you can concentrate.

3. Measures for color schemes

Blue colors increase concentration, while green has a relaxing effect. It is effective to
incorporate them into wallpaper and interior design.

4. Utilizing movable storage

Using storage shelves with casters and stationery trays that can be moved depending on the
frequency of use makes it easier to keep things organized.

5. Zoning according to learning content

Create a layout according to the learning content, such as a reading space, a writing space,
and a discussion space. You can easily divide the zones with small rugs and furniture
dividers.

6. Utilizing the walls

Install whiteboards and bulletin boards to "visualize" learning progress and goals. This will
help maintain motivation.

7. Personalization ideas

Changing the décor to suit students’ interests and preferences will help them develop an
attachment to their study space and increase their motivation.
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
